Only projects under the engineering/design subcategory that can be considered as “Phase 1” of a specific project or treatment having a reasonable level of certainty that actual project implementation (Phase 2) will occur following the engineering/design work proposed here are fundable under the PCSRF Restoration Planning and Assessment category.   Subcategory projects that are no longer fundable under this PCSRF category include the following:  restoration planning and implementation coordination; participation in recovery plan development and implementation; conducting watershed assessments and surveys; habitat/species mapping and inventory; evaluation/analysis of restoration plans and projects; assessing salmon presence and habitat conditions; and, organizational infrastructure support and staffing for watershed councils, local conservation groups, and tribal entities involved in salmonid restoration.

6.4. Cost Share Guidelines:  A total 33% (75%/25%) non-Federal cash match is required.
(e.g. a project with a total cost of $100,000 utilizing $75,000.00 in PCSRF funds must provide $25,000.00 in non-Federal match or requested PCSRF funds $75,000/3 equals $25,000 for a total project cost of $100,000).  BPA funds (“Other” match) are considered non-Federal match for purposes of Idaho’s PCSRF.
6.5. Cost Share Guidelines:  A total 33% (75%/25%) non-Federal cash match is required.  To document the source of funds used as a match, please complete and submit OSC’s Letter of Match Support form with the application packet.  NOTE: if the project is selected for funding, OSC will require a signed Letter of Match Support.
The project applicant aka project sponsor is required to provide the 33% match for the project, no matter the match source.  Please complete, sign and attach OSC’s Letter of Match Support Form.  Provide the anticipated match source(s), a contract(s) and/or project number(s) if known in the budget form requested in section 6.1.
The non-Federal match, whether cash or in-kind, is expected to be paid out at the same general rate as the PCSRF share.  Exceptions to this requirement are discouraged, but may in select circumstances be granted by OSC’s Program Manager, based on sufficient documentation demonstrating previously determined plans for, or later commitment of, cash contributions.  In all cases, the subgrantee must meet their cost share commitment over the life of the award (three years or less).  The same requirements that apply to the PCSRF award funds (e.g., adequacy of personnel records, inclusion of only allowable costs as defined in the applicable OMB circulars, and adequate documentation of costs), apply to the non-Federal match.
Non-Federal match used to meet Idaho's PCSRF requirements may not be included as a contribution for any other federally assisted project or program.
