


Idaho PCSRF Proposal Application Narrative – Round 18

General Instructions 
· The complete proposal package will include the following components: 1) Application Narrative and attachments, 2) Proposed Database Metrics, 3) PCSRF Budget Form, 4) Letter of Match Support, 5) Approved indirect rate if available, and 6) Workers Compensation Certificate/Binder.
· Brevity is key to preparing a successful project proposal. Be concise, provide pertinent technical information, and quantify whenever possible; avoid editorializing and speculative conjecture.
· Proposal format: The Narrative and attachments should be in a Microsoft Word format; all pages single-spaced, in a 12-point font with one-inch margins and sized for 8.5” x 11” paper. Identify the proposal sponsor, project name, and page number in a footer. 
· Use the bold underlined headings below for headings in the application narrative.
Application Narrative 
Contact Information:	Include the following: agency applicant, project contact, mailing address, telephone, and email address.
Project Title:	Use a descriptive title that is unique to the proposed project.
Describe the Proposed Project Actions:	Describe and quantify the project actions being proposed. This narrative should reflect the metrics section of this proposal. The metrics section should match this narrative section.
Project Justification and Need:	Identify the ESA-listed population(s) that will be impacted by the proposed work. Describe why the proposed project is needed. Describe any known information about the distribution and abundance of ESA-listed salmon and steelhead in the project area and cite sources. This narrative should include a description of the current environmental conditions in the project area, linking these conditions to factors limiting the production of the ESA-listed salmon and steelhead in the project area. Describe the technical merits of the proposed project and the outcomes expected from implementation of the actions being proposed. Discuss how the expected outcomes will be assessed after implementation.
Link Proposed Project to Previous Work:		List other restoration work that has been done in the same watershed by any project sponsor and the funds used if known. This information will provide reviewers with a broader context for the proposed restoration.
Maps, Graphics, Photographs:	Provide as attachments maps, graphics, photographs, etc. that are illustrative of the proposed project. A project location map is the minimum requirement.
Engineering Designs & Project Plans:	Attach existing plans and designs to the application.

Provide the Proposed Project Start & End Dates:	
Cite Recovery, Subbasin, & Watershed Plans that the Proposed Project Supports: All projects must support the NMFS draft recovery plan. NMFS. 2011. Draft Recovery Plan for Idaho Snake River Spring/Summer Chinook and Steelhead Populations in the Snake River Spring/Summer Chinook Salmon Evolutionarily Significant Unit and Snake River Steelhead Distinct Population Segment and subbasin plans. Some projects may support the sockeye recovery plan and draft bull trout recovery plan. Also cite relative watershed plans.
Project Deliverables and Timetable:	List major project deliverables and the estimated timeline for completion of each. Describe multiple worksites for the proposed project separately. This is also requested in the Proposed Database Metrics component of the application.
List Environmental Compliance, Consultations, and Permits Needed:	Identify each and describe who will do the work to acquire each.
Partner Participation:	Describe and document, if applicable, how landowner and other agency support, permission, and participation for the project has been secured.
Project Proposal Technical Review:	Identify if the project proposal has been reviewed by the Clearwater Core Review Team or the Upper Salmon Basin Watershed Program Technical Team and include the review as an attachment. If the project was reviewed by the Clearwater Core Review Team and you made changes based on those comments, please make note of those.
Budget: 		
Complete all tabs in the PCSRF Budget Form and round all funds to the nearest dollar amount.
Submit a current copy of the respective indirect rate cost proposal from a federal cognizant agency. If there is no such approved indirect rate, submit a request to the Office of Species Conservation requesting approval of a rate.
The Idaho PCSRF Program does not allow subcontracting with federal agencies without a special exemption. Will any of the proposed work be subcontracted with a federal agency?
The non-federal cost share requirement is 33% (0.3333) of the amount of PCSRF being requested; these funds are expected to be paid out at the same general rate as the PCSRF funds. Funding from the Bonneville Power Administration is allowed to use as non-federal cost share.
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
