· This narrative should be written to describe only one of the following project types eligible for PCSRF funding:  *Pre-Construction, *Monitoring & Evaluation, or *Habitat Restoration.

Contact Information:	Include the following: agency applicant, project contact, mailing address, telephone, and email address.
Project Title:	Use a descriptive title that is unique to the proposed project and label proposal files with the same or similar file name.
Describe the Proposed Project Actions:	Clearly identify what the proposed project budget will be used to accomplish. Describe and quantify the project actions being proposed for each worksite. The narrative should reflect Part 2-A Database Metrics for this proposal.
Project Justification and Need:	Identify the Major Population Group and the ESA-listed population(s) that will be affected by the proposed work. Summarize any known information about the distribution and abundance of these animals in the project area and cite sources. Include in this narrative a description of the existing environmental conditions in the project area and link these to the factors limiting the production of the population(s) to be affected. Discuss the technical merits of the proposed project; describe the outcomes and benefits expected. Discuss how these expected outcomes and benefits will be assessed after implementation. Include in this section useful project background information. 
Link Proposed Project to Previous Work:	List other restoration or monitoring work implemented in the same watershed by any project sponsor and the funds used if known.
Maps, Graphics, Photographs:	Provide maps, graphics, photographs, etc. as attachments. At a minimum, a project location map is required.
Reference Section:	Cite references used for the proposal.
