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Background
The Idaho Governor’s Office of Species Conservation (OSC) has funding available to implement preventative measures aimed at reducing wolf and grizzly bear conflict. A request for proposal (RFP) is available below to apply for these funds. 

Proposals will be accepted between November 21 – March 1, 2026. Proposals received during this period will be reviewed and initial award decisions will be made by April of 2026. Proposals submitted outside this period will be considered on a case-by-case basis, based on available funds.

Eligible Applicants
Interested producers located in or near wolf or grizzly bear habitat are eligible for funding. Funding is limited, so every proposal may not receive funding. OSC will work with applicants to provide technical assistance to ensure the highest probability of success when implementing proactive techniques/preventative measures.  

Review Process
Proposals submitted will be reviewed by a review panel consisting of multiple agencies and partners. The reviewers will rank proposals based on the Evaluation Criteria listed in the form below. Upon selection, OSC will send an award letter/agreement for final signatures to the grant recipient.
